Governance Redesign

At the Spring Student Success Conference, our
Governance Redesign Task Force offered a new
framework for closer evaluation of college standards
that would bring about meaningful change and provide
an inclusive environment dedicated to achieving
equitable outcomes. The task force visited councils
and constituency groups for feedback. After extensive
input from faculty, staff, and students, the task force
developed two models (on page 2) for consideration.

Bearing in mind our constituents’ impressions, | decided
that option 2 was the way forward. | also recommend
that the Academic and Student Affairs councils convene
together every other month to foster a nurturing
environment that encourages interconnectedness and
teamwork. The equal representation of groups within
the councils, combined with their streamlined structure
and broader eligibility requirements for membership, will
strengthen our institution’s foundation by drawing on
diverse perspectives and skills. With option 2, we are
not just adopting a new council model; we are opening
a window to infinite possibilities that will take Hartnell
College to greater heights and uphold the values of our
esteemed institution.

With a positive outlook, the college has actively
engaged in dialogue surrounding governance. Taking
constructive recommendations and implementing
change for long-term success will ensure more

significant outcomes than simply addressing crises
as they arise. Governance movement within higher
education can be challenging, but | am optimistic
that our best efforts will create lasting effects moving
forward.

To set the stage, each council will be presented

with specific charges. These charges will serve as a
roadmap to guide their actions and efforts throughout
the year. In addition, to further enhance their capabilities
and effectiveness, both tri-chairs and council members
will have access to professional development
opportunities. This valuable training will empower

our leaders and members with the necessary tools

to meet their respective goals and make an impactful
contribution to our academic community. An evaluative
component will be implemented to maintain a high

level of accountability and ensure that everyone stays
on the right path. This dynamic process will involve
reviewing our progress periodically, identifying areas
for improvement, and making suitable adjustments as
necessary. This comprehensive approach will empower
the councils to remain agile and effective, fostering a
vibrant and supportive environment for all members of
our academic community.

A Message from the
Governance Redesign
Task Force

When the president charged our task force with
developing a new governance redesign, we wanted
to get it right. Redesign was attempted during the
last academic year, but ultimately did not succeed
because certain constituent groups did not feel
represented. In the past, outside agencies noted
that our governance structure needed better
constituency engagement.

Our approach was simple and strategic. First, we
reviewed the great work that had already been
done on governance redesign last year, building
upon it using research from the literature and best
practices at other institutions. Second, the task force
deliberately and methodically pursued feedback
from administrators, faculty members, staff and
students at various committees and councils.
Last, we incorporated that feedback to provide not
just one, but two possible models for governance
redesign presented at the town hall this week.

The most exciting changes in the new governance
structure are the specific codification that staff members
will have equal representation on all councils, and
students will have greater representation on councils
with stipends provided for their input and work.

No governance model is going to perfectly meet the
concerns, needs and wants of all constituents, but the
task force is confident that because we took the time
and effort to have members of our campus community
provide the scaffolding for the model that were
developed, we will have a new governance structure
that better achieves our college’s top priority of helping
students succeed.”

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Hartnell biology students publish
genome poison oak article

In February, the 13th Hartnell College Genomics
Group manuscript was published in the peer
reviewed scientific journal Microbiology Resource
Announcements. The paper titled “Complete
Chloroplast Genome Sequence of the Western
Poison Oak, Toxicodendron diversilobum
(Anacardiaceae), from California”, represents the first

study to characterize the complete chloroplast
chromosome from this species.

The research and publication, led by biology
instructor Dr. Jeffery Hughey, was part of

a STEM Micro-Internship project that was
published by 27 student authors. Through the
internship, students gained valuable skills and
experience through their STEM micro-internship
project - including genome assembly, gene
annotation, map construction, and scientific
writing. All of these components ultimately
contributed to the successful publication.

Notalie Marlowe
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A long-time Hartnell ceramics teacher
shows off her treasures spanning more

than two decades

Pam Murakami’s new exhibit, Memories, Spirits
and Heroes at Hartnell College Gallery in Salinas,
is more than a collection. It's the whole ceramic
world of personalized Japanese mythology,
inhabited by creatures like kappa, one of many
yokai, a reptilian water demon who kidnaps
babies at worst or delights in silly pranks at best.

Yokai are waiting on the bottom of Murakami’s
bowls, vessels and in sculptures just like they used
to in streams and on forest paths, or in everyday
household items, like an iron or a teapot.

“Some items can survive years, there is something
supernatural about them,” Murakami says about
old teapots. Other creatures live their lives openly
on her sushi plates, sometimes humanoid in
appearance, stretching their prolonged limbs, cats
with two tails as their companions.

Murakami’s childhood was filled with Japanese
folk stories. “Hawaii, where | was born, is a very
spiritual place,” she says. There were many ghost
stories, including about ghost cats, which are
considered ultimate shapeshifters. In their ceramic
life, cats and cat-like creatures encounter other
images and objects that fill Murakami’s mind and
memories, such as images of her hero, Yasser
Arafat, and antihero, Donald Trump.

“I never thought of myself as a political person,’
Murakami says. She adds that she hopes Trump

will have a happy encounter with one of the yokai
since they are not really demons, just mischief-
makers. In her opinion, he could really use one.

In terms of the recurring images of Arafat, “|
believe that Palestinians should be given better
treatment,” Murakami says. At some point, she
started collecting newspaper clippings and
studying his images. “I'm fascinated by his head,
the way he dresses.”

Murakami majored in sculpture at the University
of Hawaii and earned her master’s in fine arts
from the University of the Philippines. She moved
to Monterey County in the 1970s and has taught
ceramics part-time at Hartnell for the last 35
years.

“I feel honored, vulnerable and a little exposed,’
the artist says of the exhibit. “Because I'm not
sure how people will react to the creatures that |
have so much affection for.”

Seven students from Greenfield, Soledad, and
Salinas who are in Hartnell's Teacher Pathway
Program, MAESTROs Program, and STEM
pathways attended the Central Coast STEM
Education Conference in Monterey on February 25,
2023. The conference, hosted by CSUMB, brought
together 183 in-service and aspiring teachers with
undergraduates from local community colleges and
universities from Monterey, San Benito, and Santa
Cruz counties at the Monterey Conference Center.

Attending students explored STEM teaching career
pathways, learned about new frontiers in STEM
education, and networked with other students,
colleagues, and potential employers.

Dr. George Matsumoto, senior education and
research specialist at the Monterey Bay Aquarium
Research Institute (MBARI), introduced marine
exploration and MBARI'’s role in modern marine
research as the keynote speaker. Students also
attended multiple breakout sessions and visited

with local STEM organizations and school districts
who were tabling during the event, several of
whom offer internship and job opportunities.
