Concurrent students must submit an online Hartnell Application for Admission and approved Concurrent Enrollment
form before Tuesday November 26th to be eligible to register online beginning on December 2.

The priority date shown above is the first day that a student is eligible to register based on their student type. Students may continue to register any day after their
priority registration date until the last day to register which is the day before the term begins. (All registration systems will be turned off at 11:59pm the day before

the semester begins)
